It is now 9 years since
Klibur Domin was estab-
lished in the ransacked
complex in Tibar village
vacated by the Indone-
sians in  September
1999. The first Ryder-

4 Tibar, Timor Eeste
Cheshire volunteers ar-

rived from Australia in September 2000, after the Founda-
tion had spent 4 months negotiating with the United Na-
tions Administration to take over the complex and estab-
lish the home.

In the latter part of 1999, many members of Ryder-
Cheshire had been anxious to assist the people of
East Timor following the trauma of the post Referen-
dum mayhem in September 1999, when the Indone-
sian Armed Forces and East Timorese Militia went on

a rampage of murder, rape, looting and arson . Nearly
two thousand people were murdered and 80% of all build-
ings in East Timor were torched. So ended nearly 25
years of repressive Indonesian occupation. The people
had their freedom, but they had paid an enormous price.

In January 2000, The Age and Sydney Morning Herald
carried articles of a 13 year old girl, Isaura da Silv  a,
who had a major heart condition which would be fatal if
not treated within months. Isaura was brought to Mel-
bourne by the Foundation and negotiations were made
with the Monash Medical Centre for an operation. Isaura
and her mother stayed at the Ryder-Cheshire Home in
Ivanhoe in the lead up to the operation which turned out
to be even more difficult than expected. Isaura was lucky
to survive but she made a good recovery and after sev-
eral months of recuperation at the lvanhoe Home she
eventually returned to East Timor in late March 2000.
Isaura returned to Melbourne for a second heart opera-
tion in 2006 and has enjoyed reasonable health as a re-
sult of the Foundation’s intervention. Our hope was al-

ways that she would be able to lead a “normal life”.
